CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of low back pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that low back pain was bothering him two days ago and the pain level was 5 or 6 and after that the patient took Tylenol *_____* mg four times a day to relieve the pain. Now, he has no more pain and the patient is able to walk without any difficulty. He did not have any radiation of pain.
The patient also had irritation in the left eye from allergy, but he is better now without any visual problems.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or numbness or tingling of the upper or lower extremities.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema.
Eye examination is unremarkable.
