CC: Itching all over.
HPI: Today is the patient’s 97th birthday. She had family celebrating with her. She was in good spirits. I went and saw her after they left and just sat with her for a little bit and she was pleasant. We watched some *__________* together. I asked her about her pruritus and she stated that today she was not itching. She has had no new exposures to include medications. Whether it was some anxiety as she comes up to big birthday is unclear. I talked about making sure that her skin was moisturized given the dry heat; that that could be a factor as well. Overall, she is doing good. She denied any pain. She is sleeping good, appetite good, enjoys watching Fox News throughout the day and family is involved in her care. 
DIAGNOSES: DM II, LLE DVT – on Eliquis, anemia, DJD, constipation addressed and MCI stable.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/04/23 note.

ALLERGIES: PCN, BACTRIM and CIPRO.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOME HEALTH: Select.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is well groomed, seated in her recliner, was attentive and smiled when I was talking to her about her family being present. 
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 159/76, pulse 74, temperature 98.6, respirations 16, and weight 131 pounds, a weight gain of 1 pound.
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CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No M, R, or G.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is weightbearing and transported in a manual wheelchair. She has good neck and truncal stability. Her left arm which continues to have some soreness status post distal clavicular fracture with mild shoulder avulsion. Today, she was not wearing a splint and it appeared to be more comfortable. She did not complain of pain, has no lower extremity edema.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Speech is clear. Orientation x 1 to 2. If there is something she needs, she is clear about it.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Pruritus, not present today and she has nothing that she associates to when it occurs. If it happens again, then staff can contact me and we will look at Atarax to see if that is of benefit.
