Mrs. Biehle is a 74-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypercalcemia. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, depression, impaired fasting blood glucose, prediabetes, gout and osteopenia. For her hypercalcemia, the patient was recently told that her ionized calcium is elevated. Her current ionized calcium level is 5.8 in the setting of a PTH of 82. The patient states that she feels tired and fatigued most of the time. She states that she has some thinning hair and dry skin. She states that her last bone density was over two years ago.

Plan:
1. For evaluation of her hypercalcemia, we will plan on getting confirmatory testing. Her current PTH level is 82 and ionized calcium is 5.8 and serum calcium is 10.6 mg/dL. Again, I will repeat these studies as well as a vitamin D level in order to get confirmatory testing to make the diagnosis of primary hyperparathyroidism.

2. For her osteopenia, the patient had a bone density test done greater than two years ago. Therefore, I will order a current bone density scan in order to assess the status of her bone health.

3. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, she is on simvastatin 40 mg daily.

5. For her impaired fasting blood glucose, monitor diet and avoid simple carbohydrates and maintain a low glycemic index diet.
