SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, interacts well through the exam today, does not look to be acutely ill; as a matter of fact, just the opposite, seems very full of energy and smiles through the exam.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: No tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area: Mild erythema.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu and strep test, they were both negative.
