CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of upper abdominal pain and burning sensation.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has noticed burning sensation in the epigastrium and started last week after she had spicy food and the patient does not have any nausea or vomiting and there was no change in the bowel habits or stool color. The patient had few episodes of gastritis in the past and her H. pylori test was negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, acid reflux, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or skin rashes.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
