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PATIENT NAME: Charles Flanagan

SUBJECTIVE: The patient is a 63-year-old white gentleman who is presenting to see me to establish care. His main chief complaint is chronic congestion, wheezing, coughing, and some shortness of breath for the last one month. He has not seen a physician and has not been treated. It is waxing and waning. It is worse in the evening. He has heard some wheezing as well. Denies any fevers or chills. No weight loss. Good appetite. No chest pain. He has no nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, or abdominal pain. No nocturia. Good urine flow. No leg swelling. All other systems are reviewed and are negative.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Positive for food allergies and allergies to cats. No other history.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married and has stepson. No smoking. Occasional alcohol use. No drug use. He works in healthcare real estate.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father died at age of 82. He was a smoker and had COPD. Mother died from breast cancer. He has no siblings.

VACCINATION STATUS: The patient received two doses of COVID-19 vaccine back in 2020. No boosters.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: As mentioned above.

HEENT: Pupils are round and reactive to light. Injective conjunctivae. Nonicteric sclerae. No cervical lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit bilaterally. No jugular venous distention bilaterally. Moist oral mucosa. No pharyngeal erythema noted.

Neck: Supple. No stiffness or rigidity.

Heart: Heart sounds are regular rate and rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No murmurs heard. No friction heard.

Lungs: He has expiratory wheezes mainly on the right lung base and no other abnormalities heard.

Abdomen: Soft. No hepatomegaly. No splenomegaly. No guarding, rebound, or rigidity.

Extremities: There is no edema in the lower extremities.

Skin: No skin rash noted.

Neuro: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: Chronic symptoms of possible URI versus hyperactive airways unclear whether this is allergic as much as situation versus infection. He was given a course of azithromycin. We will do a chest x-ray to rule out pneumonia and we will give him albuterol inhaler and Bromfed DM. We will do a workup to assess for inflammation and injury markers. The patient will see me back in two weeks for further discussion about the results and followup.
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
