HISTORY: This is a 20-year-old male here for his followup.

The patient stated that approximately 11 days ago a heavy material was dropped on his great toe left foot and suffered a laceration. He states he was at an outside ER where he had stitches and is here to have those stitches removed. The patient stated that the pain is approximately 2/10 and states that he does not need anything for pain and he states overall he is feeling much better. The patient indicated that he received a tetanus shot on the day of injury and states that he was given antibiotics, which he finished.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol or drug use.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 95% at room air.
Blood pressure 116/64.

Pulse 65.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.3.

LEFT FOOT: Great toe is bandaged. Bandage is removed. The wound is healing well. There are no signs of secondary infection such has discharge, bleeding. It is mildly tender to palpation. There is no migrating erythema on the outside of his toe or his foot.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: No respiratory distress. No use of accessory muscles.

SKIN: No abrasions. He has a laceration on his foot. Otherwise, no other findings.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through XII are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Suture removal.

2. Laceration left great toe, status post suture 11 days ago.

Vaccination up-to-date. The patient was given vaccination on the day of service.
PLAN: He was advised to do home wound care. He was not given any medication. He states he is still taking the antibiotics.

PROCEDURE: Suture removal.

Bandage was removed.

Site was observed to be healing well with no migrating erythema. No fluctuance. No tenderness to palpation. No discharge or bleeding.

The patient was reassured. He was educated on wound self-care. Sutures were removed without difficulties. There were no complications. Number of sutures removed were 4.
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
