HISTORY: This is a 74-year-old gentleman here for a followup.

Mr. Flakus is status post abscess incision and drainage. He is here for a followup for wound care.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies chills, myalgia, nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. He states he is eating and drinking well. He states his pain in the area of surgery is maybe 1/10.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 96% at room air.

Blood pressure 127/75.

Pulse 98.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.

SURGERY SITE: No secondary evidence of infection. No discharge. No bleeding. No redness. Redness is confined to the edge of the wound. The wound is not hot to touch.

PROCEDURE: Wound care/irrigation. Normal saline mixed with Hibiclens approximately 50 mL were used to irrigate lesion.
The patient tolerated the procedure well. There were no complications. Site was then pat dry. Triple antibiotic applied to the wound, then covered with 2 x 2 and taped. The patient tolerated the procedure well. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
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
