History: Ms. Hummel is a pleasant white female in her 40s who is disabled because of multiple medical problems and is on a UnitedHealthcare HMO Plan as she has been made disabled. Overall, she is doing good. She states last week she had lot of body aches followed by now cough. She is updated on COVID vaccines and pneumonia vaccine. She has:
1. Cirrhosis of liver.

2. History of hypokalemia and has to take high doses of potassium.

3. History of grand mal seizures.

4. She has had a total hysterectomy recently.

She sees Dr. Asad Khan as the nephrologist who agrees she has to be on six tablets of potassium a day. The patient’s labs of 12/27/2022 were reviewed. The patient continues to smoke. I feel the patient should take some amoxicillin for at least few days because she still continuously smokes. She smokes at least minimum of four cigarettes a day if she is sick, but if she is not sick, she could end up smoking some more. I advised her pulmonary function tests in next two weeks and then see her in the office in a month. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
