RODRIGUEZ, FERNANDO
An 84-year-old gentleman referred to hospice with history of hypertension, diabetes, peripheral vascular disease, atherosclerosis heart disease, and BPH. His daughter Martha has noticed a decline in his health. He has been having frequent episodes of hallucination, confusion, and disorientation. He has been eating very little. He has lost 10 pounds in the past month. He does not identify respond to family members. He is requiring deep stimuli to wake up. He recently was found sweaty and when the paramedics arrived, he refused hospitalization and the family did not want him to go to the hospital.

He has reduction in appetite as I mentioned with only eating 10 to 20% of his meals. Given his condition and mostly likely some sort of sepsis, i.e. UTI under pneumonia is not being admitted to hospice for end-of-life care at home. His blood sugars have been in the 100-112 range. His KPS score is 30% and most recently, the patient was also diagnosed with COVID-19 which definitely makes him hospice appropriate with no plans for hospitalization, increased confusion and what looks like marked sepsis. Most likely has less than six months to live. The patient was found to have temperature of 102 on the recent evaluation with the blood pressure 90/60. The patient appears comfortable. The hospice aides and nurses will keep the patient comfortable at home till his time for him to pass away.
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
