SIZEMORE, SHIRLEY
Ms. Sizemore is an 83-year-old woman who lives in Humble, Texas. The patient was referred to hospice by her primary care physician Dr. Maria Berdayes with findings consistent with vascular dementia, weight loss, failure to thrive, protein-calorie malnutrition, anemia, total bedbound, history of hemiparesis following a cerebral infarct involving a dominant site, recent history of pulmonary embolus, very little appetite at least 10-pound weight loss, on oxygen at 3L, history of depressive disorder, hypertensive heart disease, and peripheral vascular disease. The patient requires medication for anxiety and peeing. The patient is currently being treated with anxiolytic and sedative along with pain medication. The patient is expected to do poorly given above mentioned findings. She is staying in bed. She sleeps about 16 hours a day, eats very little may be 10% of pureed diet and has a KPS score of 40%. The patient definitely has less than six months to live. She used to weigh 172 pounds. She weighs less than 100 pounds. The decision was made in conjunction with the patient’s daughter to place the patient on hospice and subsequently the patient has been referred to hospice and admitted to hospice since she is very much appropriate for end of life care.
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
