SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Mr. Peter described that in this new group home he is very happy and pleasant. The prescribed medication has been working. He denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. He got another second dose of Haldol Decanoate from his primary care physician. He still want refill of the prescription. He was alert, oriented, and moderately obese Caucasian male. Mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There were no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. His judgment and insight seems to be okay.

ASSESSMENT: Attention deficit hyperactive disorder and schizoaffective disorder.

PLAN: Continue Haldol Decanoate injectable form once a month, Klonopin 1 mg b.i.d., and Adderall 30 mg in the morning and 30 mg at noon. 30-day supply of the medication was given. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
