The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Sherry was happy, pleasant and cooperative. She indicates doing well. She got her energy back. She is quite happy and having no medical problem except a little weight gain, but she is working on it. Her mother was in her room and reported that Sherry has been doing great. Sherry denies any depression, anxiety, mood swings, any suicidal or homicidal thoughts or any symptoms of hallucination or delusion. She described she likes her therapist and she is feeling much better. She was a tall African-American female. Mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. Immediate memory was fair. Recall was fair. There was no involuntary movement. Judgment and insight is improving. The patient was educated about the medications and I appreciate her compliance and working on her issues in a positive manner to which she agreed. She has been taking her medication constantly. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder and history of posttraumatic disorder.

PLAN: Continue Haldol 10 mg b.i.d., sertraline 50 mg daily, benztropine 1 mg b.i.d., Seroquel 100 mg at bedtime, Depakote 250 mg twice a day, and lorazepam 0.5 mg on a p.r.n. basis. She described she is taking only when she gets anxious. A 30-day supply of medication is given. Risks, benefits and side effects explained. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
