The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Sharon has been cooperative, pleasant and appropriate. She described she is busy at work and the employer has called her and wanted to give her full time job, but she is hesitant and ambivalent whether to take the job or not. She described she is still working 15 to 20 hours and that is sufficient, but there is a lot of work. I further discussed that she has to check her capacity and if she feels that she can handle, then only accept the job. She has been taking her medications. She claimed she is having lot of stress, that it does not bother her too much. She is coming home and not too worried about anything. She was alert and oriented. Mood was euthymic. Affect was pleasant. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There were no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. She has been taking Motrin for her leg pain and back pain, lisinopril and amlodipine has been for her high blood pressure, and psychotropic medication.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder and attention deficit disorder.

PLAN: Continue Vyvanse 60 mg daily and Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily. A 30-day supply of the medication is given.
