History: Mr. Vescelcius was seen today. He has type II diabetes mellitus. He was not able to get Ozempic from the pharmacy; I had given him a sample. He has lost 6 pounds of weight. Overall, he has done well. To note, Mr. Vescelcius had a pyogenic lung infection and needed surgery to remove the pyogenic part of the lung. The second thing is he has an elevated PSA to 7 and we are going to check his PSA again. I had advised him to see the urologist, but he has not seen anybody. I am going to recheck the PSA. I told him he could be having problem with prostate cancer though he has no signs and symptoms of BPH. The patient got very severe COVID-19 infection and was admitted to the hospital for several weeks with COVID pneumonia, but has recovered well from it. He has a lesion on the right nostril and underneath his right eyelid and I had suggested he should see a dermatologist; referral was done. The patient has failed to go and see the dermatologist for removal because he states he is busy buildings fences with his son. He feels the lesion underneath his right upper eyelid is healed, but I told him that I can see the problem and that is not healed and that he must see the dermatologist because those are commonplaces for skin cancer or basal cell cancer of the skin. The patient understands that. Overall, he is happy that he has lost weight. Another Ozempic Pen prescription was given. I am going to see the patient in the office in two weeks as I have ordered some labs including A1c, CBC, CMP and PSA.
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
