BERRY, CHARLES
This 69-year-old man has had progression in his cancer with increased anemia and severe weakness. The patient is now bedbound. The patient also has involvement of the bladder and ureter with transitional cell cancer.

The patient is having hematuria which is contributing to his anemia as well as bony metastasis which affecting his bone marrow and production of red blood cells.
He is in pain with his hematuria and with his severe bone pain and distal metastasis of his kidney cancer (stage IV). His steady decline includes increased shortness of breath due to both emphysema and anemia, severe weakness requiring breathing treatment every two to four hours now, increased dyspnea, shortness of breath, rib pain, bone pain, back pain, hip pain 24 hours a day requiring medication. KPS score is now 40% as opposed to 50%. The patient lives with his wife Janice and aide at home that cares for him and he is sleeping 12 to 16 hours a day and is now bedbound. Given the above findings and worsening condition of his renal cancer as well as bladder cancer and I expecting it get worse in the next few weeks so the patient most likely has less than six months to live hence remains hospice appropriate.
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
