History: Ms. McCombs is a 96-year-old. Ms. McCombs came today accompanied by her daughter-in-law. Ms. McCombs had some labs which essentially looked the same, but her potassium was little bit high. The patient has increased her amiodarone to two a day. She states she cannot do without that. She states the cardiologist tried to decrease the dose. I discussed the labs and advised her not to take bananas or oranges. I will have to see her in two weeks doing repeat labs. All the labs suggest the patient has prerenal azotemia and dehydration. The patient has really been watching her fluids. I advised her to increase her fluid intake and see me in the office in two weeks at which time she is going to have a repeat CMP done at that time and then see me.

The Patient’s Problems:

1. Prerenal azotemia.

2. Abnormal chemistry.

3. Hyperkalemia.

4. Hypertension.

5. History of atrial fibrillation. The patient is on chronic anticoagulation.
Plan: As outlined, with increase in fluids and decrease potassium intake and serial exams.
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
