CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of dizziness, headache, and decreased hearing in the right ear.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her husband stating that she has been feeling dizzy for past two weeks and she had a history of vertigo and the patient describes as the dizziness especially upon changing the posture and she gets up from the bed, but it was associated with minimal nausea without any vomiting and she did not take any medication; however, she used meclizine in the past with good relief.
The patient also complained of headache started week ago after she had minor cold and she took acetaminophen without much relief. Now, the headache is sometimes throbbing and no mostly localized on the right side of the head, but there is no fever or chills.

The patient also complained of decreased hearing in the right ear and it started about two weeks ago and initially it got better, but after that got worse. Now, the patient has complete hearing impairment on the right ear. Left ear is unremarkable. The patient had cerumen in the past.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear discharge, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for cervical spine pain and it is usually relieved after taking good rest.
ALLERGIES: None.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals impacted cerumen in the right ear and left ear is unremarkable. The patient has headache mostly on the right side without any skin changes.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

Chest is symmetrical without any deformity and there is no axillary lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient does not have any orthostatic blood pressure changes. The patient is able to walk without any assistance. She does not have any dizziness at this time and Romberg test is negative.
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
