CHIEF COMPLAINT: “I bit the inside of my cheek on the left side.”
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Healthy 10-year-old young lady comes in after she accidentally bit the inside of her mouth and has a bump on the buccal mucosa of the left cheek. No fever, chills, nausea, or vomiting. No other associated symptoms.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Eczema.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Exposure to smoking, none.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert, awake and in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 48 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.5. Respirations 16. Pulse 100. Blood pressure 104/63.

HEENT: TMs are clear. Posterior pharynx is not red and clear. There is a slight trauma to the mucosal membrane of the buccal mucosa left side.
NECK: No lymphadenopathy noted. There is no meningismus.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: No rash.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Trauma to the mucosal membrane/buccal mucosa left side. The patient is old enough to gargle with peroxide and water, never swallow.

2. Come back in three days if not better.

3. Discussed with mother that this type of lesions heal very quickly and there is no need for medications.
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
