HISTORY: This is a 1-year-old child here for followup. The patient was recently diagnosed with pharyngitis and fever, was given antibiotics IM and is here for continuation of the IM antibiotics. Mother states that child is eating and drinking well, activities are the same.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child is alert and oriented, in no distress. Moist mucous membranes.
HEENT: Oral Exam: Child has multiple ulcers on her inner lip and the roof of her mouth and her tongue. These lesions are tender. Her throat is also erythematous and edematous.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute pharyngitis.

2. Fever.

3. Oral ulcers.

PLAN: In the clinic today, the patient received an injection of Rocephin 500 mg IM. She was observed in the clinic after injection for approximately 15 to 20 minutes, then reevaluated. Mother reports no signs and symptoms of reaction to the medication. Mother was sent home with XYZ mouthwash and she was advised to take 10 mL and coat the child’s mouth on a daily basis to help with comfort, so she can eat and drink normally. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none. She is also encouraged to increase fluids.
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
