Thank you for this referral.

Mr. Walker was seen by me in October 2019. The patient comes here for followup today. He is very pleasant. Does not offer any symptoms. He states he is here for checkup. The patient does not smoke or drink.
He is allergic to sulfa.

His last seizure was about a year ago. The patient is on Keppra and Vimpat.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient was diagnosed to have brain tumor at age 7. The patient had resection and subsequently, he did fine, but he had seizure since. The patient went to school, graduated from high school, but he did have mild intellectual disability. The seizures are reasonably controlled with Keppra. He had history of hypertension and he has history of restless leg syndrome, history of obstructive sleep apnea, atopic dermatitis, and history of mild intellectual disability as noted. He has localized morphea.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: He is 6’1” tall, weighing 269 pounds, blood pressure 103/77, O2 sat 94% and temperature 97.3.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable except the face is flushed probably from his morphea.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. History of brain tumor status post resection now in complete remission.

2. History of hypertension well controlled.

3. History of seizure disorder. It is well controlled also. The patient is on Keppra.

RECOMMENDATIONS: No further workup necessary. When available, please send me his recent lab. We will do followup in one year.
