CC: UA followup.

HPI: A 93-year-old who had complaints of dysuria. Earlier this week, UA was collected on 02/07/23. Because of her discomfort, I ordered azo and Cipro 500 mg b.i.d. x 3 days to empirically treat until C&S available. Her C&S today reviewed shows UTI positive for E. coli and Pseudomonas aeruginosa. The organisms are resistant to oral medications, but both sensitive to gentamicin which would be a one time injection. I spoke to the patient about this and she is in agreement. She states that she feels just more tired and not as peppy as normal. She has maintained her p.o. intake though somewhat less. I encouraged her to stay hydrated. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is well groomed, alert, sitting in her apartment. 
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 149/74, pulse 65, temperature 97.1, respirations 18, and weight 155.3 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulated without difficulty. No LEE.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Speech is clear. She is HOH. So things have to be repeated. She does have some cognitive impairment, short-term memory loss, but she is able to voice her needs. 
SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: UTI positive, E. coli/Pseudomonas aeruginosa. Gentamicin 5 to 7 mg/kilo per dose. Pharmacy will calculate amount needed and it will be given IM x 1. The patient aware and will be seen tomorrow for an injection. 
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
