The patient tolerated the procedure well. The site was covered with 2 x 2 and 4 x 4 and then taped. He was advised to come back only if he has any complications such as bleeding, discharge, site getting swelling or site getting hot to touch or spreading erythema. He states he understands and will comply.
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
