Peggy Linn comes here for evaluation today.

She is a 61-year-old female who has chronic neutropenia. The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of Down syndrome. The patient has chronic neutropenia for last few years. She initially was seen by Dr. Spivey in 2007 and she was on Neupogen on p.r.n. basis.

Her past medical history also includes history of osteoporosis, history of bilateral congenital hip dislocation, and history of osteoporosis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is in a wheelchair. She has Down features.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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LABS: WBC is 2.3, hemoglobin 15, hematocrit 45.2, platelet 240, and her absolute neutrophil count is 1005.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Neutropenia chronic.

2. Down syndrome.

3. Intellectual disability.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will use Neupogen 480 mcg subQ on p.r.n. basis when ANC is around or less than 1000 and we request CBC once a month. Followup requested in one month.
