Mrs. Wells is an 88-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding a multinodular goiter. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, aortic valve disease, coronary artery disease, rheumatoid arthritis, chronic kidney disease, anemia, vitamin B12 deficiency, CVA and a history of an aneurysm. The patient reports dry skin and fatigue. She reports some compressive symptoms at the thyroid and some hoarseness. The patient had a thyroid ultrasound dated 12/05/2022 indicating two dominant nodules on the left measuring 2.2 x 2.4 x 1.8 cm and the other measuring 2.9 x 1.9 x 1.8 cm. She denies any difficulty swallowing.

Plan:
1. For her multinodular goiter, the patient had a thyroid ultrasound done on 12/05/2022 indicating a dominant nodule on the left measuring 2.2 x 2.4 x 1.8 cm and another one measuring 2.9 x 1.9 x 1.8 cm. Both of these nodules were located on the left thyroid lobe and I am going to order an FNA biopsy of both of these and review the results with the patient during her followup visit.

2. Her next thyroid ultrasound will be due in December 2023.

3. I will also order a thyroid function panel including a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level. I will also order a TPO antibody level and a thyroglobulin antibody level in order to assess for any autoimmune thyroid disease.
