Mr. Davis is a 68-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes about 16 years ago. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and coronary artery disease status post coronary artery bypass surgery in 2004. He also had heart attack about 18 years ago with cardiac stents placed. For his diabetes, he is on metformin 500 mg two tablets twice daily and glimepiride 2 mg two tablets twice daily, Jardiance 10 mg once daily, Basaglar 20 units in the evening and his blood sugars have been ranging between 240 and 250 all day.

Plan:
1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 10.9%. My recommendation is to adjust his diabetic regimen and place him on Synjardy XR 12.5/1000 mg twice a day and glimepiride 2 mg one tablet twice daily and start him on Ozempic 0.25 mg once weekly for four weeks then increase to 0.5 mg weekly, thereafter and recommend Basaglar 20 units once daily.

2. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For his hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.

4. For his coronary artery disease, continue followup with primary care and cardiologist.
