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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of a 34-year-old white female that was referred by Dr. Mary Josefyk for evaluation of CKD stage IIIB. We repeated the CMP and in the CMP this time the laboratory workup was consistent with a serum creatinine of 0.54 with an estimated GFR of 124 mL/min. There was no proteinuria whatsoever. The only positive finding was the sedimentation rate that was elevated at 34 and the CRP at 12. The rheumatoid factor was reported negative and the ANA was also negative.

2. The patient has Hashimoto’s thyroiditis that is compensated.

3. The patient has hyperlipidemia with slight elevation of the triglycerides and a slight decrease in the HDL and a slight increase in the LDL.

4. There is no evidence of proteinuria. The urinalysis is completely normal. There is no evidence of anemia.

5. Obesity. The patient decided to go for the gastric sleeve bariatric surgery in Sebastian, Florida and taking that into consideration is going to be a procedure that is going to benefit the patient. She is going through the cardiac clearance. We are going to give her an appointment in six months with us with laboratory workup.
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
