PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Osteoporosis.

2. Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.

3. Bipolar disorder.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Reclast infusions every two years, Lamictal, Adderall 30 mg daily, Prilosec 20 mg daily, and Prestiq 100 mg daily.

General review is unremarkable.

On examination, blood pressure 138/70, weight 135 pounds and BMI is 25.6. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

RECENT LAB STUDIES: Serum calcium 9.2, GFR 87, creatinine 0.77, and BUN 14.

IMPRESSION:

1. Osteoporosis.

2. Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.

3. Depression.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Reclast infusion as per previous recommendations, continue current medications and followup visit in one year.
