FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION
This 77-year-old woman who is under hospice is being evaluated for face-to-face visit. She is 77 years old. She is currently on hospice with a history of failure to thrive, significant weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, history of recurrent aspiration, recurrent UTI and muscle wasting along with protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient was seen and examined. The patient’s vital signs obtained and more history obtained from Shasta, the patient’s nurse. Since last visit, the patient has become nonverbal. She is off all her medications because of hypotension. She used to be on lisinopril and Norvasc and she has been taken off of that because of lack of eating, volume depletion and hypotension. Her weight has gone from 94 pounds to 91 pounds to the beginning of this month which I believe at this time her weight is in the high 80s. Once again, she is nonverbal. Her blood pressure is hovering around 120 systolic without any medication. She is on Tylenol, morphine and tramadol p.r.n., but she is not requiring any pain medication at this time. She continues to be bowel and bladder incontinent, total ADL care, requires every two-hour turning. Family has declined PEG in the past and has not changed their mind regarding this matter. The patient definitely suffers from endstage dementia with worsening condition as noted by hypotension, volume depletion, decreased appetite, muscle wasting, total ADL dependency, and significant weight loss that was delineated above.
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
