CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 63-year-old male referred for cardiovascular consultation.
HPI: The patient is a 63-year-old African American male with history of CVA, hypertension, and hypercholesterolemia. He further has history of chronic systolic heart failure. He had been seen in the office for initial evaluation on January 23, 2023. At that time, he noted symptoms of dyspnea/excessive shortness of breath even with speaking. The patient reported that his symptoms of dyspnea had worsened over the last three months. He was felt to have chronic systolic heart failure and his medications were readjusted and ordered. However, on going to the pharmacy the patient was hit by a car. He was then transported to the hospital. He never got his medications. He is now seen in followup.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Chronic kidney disease.
2. Hypertension.

3. CVA.

4. Chronic systolic heart failure.
5. Hypercholesterolemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Status post motor vehicle accident auto versus pedestrian one week ago.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: He is currently not taking any medications. Medications ordered include:
1. Losartan 100 mg one daily.
2. Carvedilol 6.25 mg one p.o. b.i.d.

3. Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d.
4. Furosemide 20 mg b.i.d.

5. Potassium Chloride 10 mEq p.o. daily.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE.
FAMILY HISTORY: Maternal grandmother had unknown heart disease.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient notes marijuana and tobacco use, but denies any other substance use.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He has recent weight loss. He reports generalized weakness.

Respiratory: As per HPI.

The remainder of the review of systems is unremarkable.
PHSYCIAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: He is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.
