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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 82-year-old white female that four days ago woke up in the middle of the night, was going to the refrigerator and apparently bumped her head against the closet and developed a severe hematoma. The patient went to the hospital. She was evaluated with x-rays. There was no evidence of intracranial bleed or any fractures. Ever since then, we have been adjusting the medications. The patient was somewhat hypotensive post dialysis. We had asked the patient to stop the medications the day of the dialysis prior and she was advised to continue taking the medications the way they are prescribed the day after dialysis and the one evening post dialysis. The blood pressure has been doing better. The patient is not dizzy. She has not fallen at anytime and she has not had any mishappenings. The hematoma is resolving. She has severe ecchymosis in the right periorbital area and in the right face going to the chin.

2. The patient has diabetes mellitus type II that is under control.

3. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy.

4. The patient has history of arterial hypertension that is under control.

5. End-stage renal disease on hemodialysis. We follow the patient at the Dialysis Center.
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
