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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 88-year-old white female that we follow in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IV. The patient has remained in a stable condition. The fluctuations in the estimated GFR have been minimal. The lady maintains an estimated GFR that is around 15 to 17 mL/min with a proteinuria that is between 200 and 300 mg/g of creatinine.

2. The patient has hyperkalemia that has managed very well. Today’s lab showed that the patient has a serum potassium of 5.2. She is following the restrictions.

3. Anemia of chronic kidney disease that has remained with a hemoglobin of 9.9.

4. Arterial hypertension that is for her age probably right 170/88. We are not going to make any changes in the prescription.

5. The patient has a history of invasive ductal carcinoma of the left breast status post resection. They have to do radiation therapy for three weeks. She is followed by the oncologist Dr. Paul Williams in Davenport and she will receive radiation therapy for three weeks as mentioned before. Reevaluation in three months with laboratory workup. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup.
