The latest laboratory workup was done on 02/10/2023. It shows that the patient has a serum creatinine of 1.5 and estimated GFR of 48. The albumin is 4.6. Liver function tests are within normal limits. Calcium 9.5 and CO2 29. The protein creatinine ratio is completely normal.

2. Arterial hypertension. The blood pressure today is 154/82. The BMI is 27. We are asking the patient to lose four pounds of body weight that is going to help him a great deal.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.
