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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 64-year-old white female that has CKD stage IIIB. This patient does not have significant amount of protein. The kidney function remains 34 mL/min. Serum creatinine is 1.69 as of 01/27/2023. The protein creatinine ratio was not done. The albumin creatinine ratio was not done as ordered. We explained to the patient that for us it is extremely important to follow the orders given because belong to the specialty.

2. The patient has HIV that has been stable. She is followed by Dr. Lacson.

3. The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus. The most recent hemoglobin A1c was 5.7 as of October 2022. We do not have a recent one, but we have a fasting that is 104.

4. The patient has mesangial proliferative glomerulonephritis that was found by biopsy in January 2019.

5. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure reading today is 121/77.

6. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

7. Hyperuricemia. We do not have a determination of the uric acid, but the patient continues to take allopurinol.

8. There is no evidence of hypercalcemia.

9. Rheumatoid arthritis that is followed by Dr. A. Torres. The patient is treated with hydroxychloroquine and methotrexate and infusion that unfortunately we do not know the name. We are asking the patient to get the name of the medication because it could impact the kidney function. Reevaluation in four months with laboratory workup.
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
