REASON FOR CONSULTATION: Abnormal EKG.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is known to have multiple medical problems. She had routine EKG performed and this was noted to be abnormal. She had subsequently been referred for evaluation. She reports occasional chest tightness/pressure, but only when she feels stressed out. Pain is nonradiating. There are no associated palpitations or shortness of breath.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Status post bilateral knee replacement.

4. Lamictal 200 mg daily.

9. Prenatal tablet one daily.

10. Zinc one daily.

11. B-Complex daily.

ALLERGIES: OXYBUTYNIN causes aphasia, ARICEPT hallucinations, and BELSOMRA headache and dizziness.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a prior smoker who quit in 1985. She has prior history of alcohol abuse. She states that she has been clear and sober for six years. She notes marijuana use.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She reports weight gain.
Skin: She reports mild psoriasis.

Eyes: She has had surgery for ptosis of the right eye. She has mild glaucoma and cataracts.
Nose: She has seasonal allergies.

Oral Cavity: Unremarkable.

Neck: She has stiffness.

Breasts: No discharge, lumps, or bleeding.

Respiratory: Unremarkable.

Cardiac: She has chest heaviness.

Gastrointestinal: She has gastroesophageal reflux disease.

Genitourinary: She has frequency and overactive bladder.

Musculoskeletal: Bilateral knee replacement.

Neurologic: She has memory impairment. She has mild cognitive impairment.

Psychiatric: She reports bipolar.

COVID-19 Screenings: She has had vaccines x4.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is a mildly obese female who is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 152/80. Pulse 66. Respiratory rate 20. Height 64”. Weight 221.2 pounds.

Cardiovascular: Significant for soft systolic murmur at the left parasternal border.

Gastrointestinal: Abdomen is obese. No masses or tenderness noted. No organomegaly is present.

Skin: Reveals diffuse multiple tattoos.
DATA REVIEW: The ECG reveals a right bundle-branch block pattern.
IMPRESSION:

1. Abnormal EKG.

2. History of hypertension.

3. Hypothyroidism.

4. Chest pain.

PLAN: Dobutamine stress echocardiogram and echocardiogram.
