History: Ms. Deme is a 90-year-old white female accompanied by her niece. Ms. Deme has signs and symptoms of UTI and wants to get started on medicine. She states Cipro worked good. She states she only wants to take it for even just three days. I still wrote her a script for Cipro 250 mg twice a day for five days. The patient is apparently due for a physical, which we will do it next visit. The third problem is the patient is on long-term anticoagulants for atrial fibrillation and I advised the patient not to discontinue completely as she has had AFib and she can end up getting massive stroke. The patient understands that. The patient’s black and blue marks have already cleared up. I told the patient at least to decrease the Eliquis to once a day or even take it two or three times a week and not every day to prevent the stroke. The patient as well as the family understand. Cipro prescription given. She will be seen in the office in a month.
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
