CC: General followup.

HPI: A 94-year-old who has recently completed amoxicillin post dental visit. He denies any pain. He is seen in his room. He is pleasant and interactive. Despite his age, the patient comes out for meals and the occasional activity. He ambulates with a high walker one where he stands and leans his forearms on the armrest, has had no falls. Today, when seen, he denies pain. He has had no cough or congestion as many in his surrounding hallway have. He occupies himself with television and reading.
DIAGNOSES: CKD, CAD, HTN, unspecified dementia stable and psoriasis.

MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 5 mg q.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., gemfibrozil Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday and Eucerin cream to affected areas a.m. and h.s.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated in room, he was pleasant and interactive when we entered.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 141/67. Pulse 60. Temperature 97.7. Respirations 15. Weight 155 pounds; weight gain of 3 pounds.
HEENT: Conjunctiva clear. Nares patent. He has moist oral mucosa.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear. Decreased bibasilar secondary to position.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates with his walker, goes from sit to stand and vice versa on his own and has no LEE.
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NEUROLOGIC: Orientation generally x2. He is interactive and pleasant with staff, comes out for meals and activities and can voice his needs.

SKIN: Check of psoriatic patches on his back, decreased in size and there is fresh skin as opposed to scale that is being seen.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Dental procedures. I am not quite sure what he had done and he cannot tell me either, but it does not sound like there was extraction and no pain, able to eat as usual.

2. Psoriasis improved. Continue with CeraVe cream.

3. HTN. BP reviews good control on current Norvasc.
