CC: Right middle finger swollen and bruised.

HPI: A 99-year-old seen in room. Daughter was present earlier this week. She had slammed her right middle finger in a dresser drawer. She did not tell anyone at that time. She just ran into cool water and stated that she elevated it. While it appears reddened bruise, she states that the bruising has decreased from when it occurred. She stated that it really did not bother her then daughter interjects and just tell her how much it hurts and the patient stated it is not really hurting at this time. I just have to be careful with it. The patient is right-hand dominant. She states that she still able to use and hold an eating utensil. I told her that an x-ray purposes to show fractured dislocation. It did not appear to be dislocated in any fracture would simply require buddy taping it to the next finger which I offered to do so she could avoid banging it against something and she said that would interfere with dressing herself and doing her other ADLs so she defers that. She does not have anything for pain and I told her that I would write for Tylenol to be given routinely for the next couple of days and then p.r.n. Otherwise, she was happy just to be seen and reassured.

DIAGNOSIS: Right middle finger bruised and swollen.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/11/23 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular with bite-size food.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is pleasant, alert, and makes eye contact and has since a humor about what she did.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 171/78, pulse 56, temperature 97.6, respirations 16, and weight 118.4 pounds which is a weight loss of 2.6 pounds in 30 days, but above her weight a year ago.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Right middle finger, the skin is intact. The finger is tight due to edema. She states it is slightly tender with palpation. There is no warmth, evident bruising and the nailbed remains intact and she has a good radial pulse. She is not able to flex or extend that digit.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Right middle finger trauma, improving. Elevate the finger and we will write for Tylenol 650 mg p.r.n. but b.i.d. x2 days then p.r.n.
CPT 99350 and direct POA contact 10 minutes.
