HPI: An 85-year-old with advanced Alzheimer’s disease who had a UA done with C&S results on 02/14/23. UTI positive with multiple organisms predominately Klebsiella pneumoniae and followed by four other organisms. They were all receptive to nitrofurantoin 100 mg b.i.d. for five days was started and on 12/09/23 the patient had URI symptoms along with the dysuria, but culture results not available so she was given ceftriaxone 1 g IM and was reportedly starting to feel better and looked better. She was actually allowing a shower and groomed coming out to eat, but when seen in room, her room was spic and span and she stated that she was wanting to stay in her room and get it clean because she wanted to put the place up for sale. Staff reports that she starting to eat better and drink more fluids and she stated she was drinking more water.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced Alzheimer’s disease, HTN, DM-II, wheelchair dependent post left femur fracture.

MEDICATIONS: ABH gel 225/2 mg/mL 1 mL topical t.i.d., Norvasc 10 mg q.d., Effer-K 10 mEq with Lasix 40 mg q.d. on Monday and Thursday, Zoloft 100 mg q.d., metformin 1 g b.i.d. a.c., metoprolol 50 mg q.d., oxycodone IR 5 mg b.i.d., and Actos 45 mg q.d.
ALLERGIES: Glipizide and nitroglycerin.

DIET: NCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well groomed and alert female interactive with clear speech, orientation x1, acknowledged that she is finally coming around. I encouraged her to rest and maybe take a nap, but she wants to be roaming around her room.
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VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 112/68, pulse 90, temperature 97.0, respirations 16, and weight 112.4 pounds.
RESPIRATORY: Clear lung fields. Normal effort. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Good neck and truncal stability in manual wheelchair, propels her chair. No LEE. In fact skin is noted to be less dry on her lower extremities today.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. UTI. Positive for five organisms susceptible to nitrofurantoin 100 mg b.i.d. for five days and today is day two.

2. URI. She was symptomatic when seen last and 1 g ceftriaxone which was of benefit.

3. Weight loss. On 01/12/23 weight was 119 pounds currently 112.4 pounds weight loss of 6.6 pounds with BMI of 21.2 still within target range. 08/20/22 lab showed T protein and ALB WNL. The patient is due for a six-month lab which is ordered.
4. DM-II. A1c ordered.
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
