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1. DB, 32-year-old with skin rash consistent with general urticaria, treated with Vistaril and sent home. The patient is doing better.
2. BN, is a 12-year-old with sore throat and URI symptoms. Swab test negative. Treated with Bromfed. Mother was happy with Dr. Ali. She states he was very nice.

3. MC, is a 24-year-old young lady comes in with allergic reaction. The patient states she has some issues with her face consistent with contact dermatitis. She was not treated with any medication. She is actually doing better now.

4. NJ, is a 33-year-old with body ache. She is also pregnant. She has low back pain. No bleeding. No pain regarding pregnancy. No issues regarding pregnancy. Treated with Tylenol and moist heat with symptoms of lumbago.
5. LZ, is an 80-year-old woman comes in with trauma to the left hand at home. X-rays are negative. Sent home with Ace wrap, Tylenol and Motrin. No medications offered.
6. JF, is an 8-year-old young man comes in with URI symptoms. Temperature of 100. Diagnosed with strep pharyngitis; treated with Augmentin and allergic rhinitis. Left message for mother to call me.
7. DA, comes in with dysuria. This is a 21-year-old male diagnosed with possible STD. STD panel obtained. Treated with doxycycline. Please consider Rocephin 250 mg when treating with doxycycline only. The patient did not answer the phone.
8. JR, is a 22-year-old female with vaginal burning, nine weeks pregnant, mild amount of blood. No tilt test. CBC and urinalysis negative. OB ultrasound totally within normal limits.

9. SP, is a 60-year-old with possible high blood pressure and blood sugar. The patient’s blood pressure and blood sugars were both normal. Lab tests within normal limits. The patient was reassured. Positive history of diabetes and hypertension. No other new symptoms reported. The patient is to see his primary care physician. I left a message for the patient to call us back.
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10. JW, 4-year-old with abrasion to his foot. Mother wanted an x-ray. His foot got stuck in the bicycle pedals. X-rays were negative. Mother was happy with the care.
11. SA, 42-year-old woman with possible mouth infection, face swollen, and severe dental caries. Blood pressure initially elevated, came down during the stay, sent home with antibiotics. The patient left a wrong phone number.

12. RC, is a 51-year-old woman with abdominal pain and right-sided flank pain. Lab work within normal limits. CT showed 7.8 mm stone. White count 10,000. Treated appropriately. Sent out with instruction. The patient was in the urologist’s office when called.

13. VT, 47-year-old female with right upper extremity cellulitis after she had an IV placed at Deerbrook a few days before. Treated with Augmentin and Toradol and she is slowly improving with moist heat every day. She was happy with the care received nevertheless.

14. HD, 11-year-old with vaginal concern, really more like symptoms of dysuria. The patient was diagnosed with UTI, treated with Macrodantin, happy with Dr. Ali. The patient does not have frequent UTIs.

15. SM, is a 62-year-old woman with ringing in the ear, diagnosed with sinusitis, also with symptoms of cystitis. Urinalysis, CBC, and CMP negative. Treated with Rocephin and Septra DS, was diagnosed of UTI and sinusitis. 1 g of Rocephin was given as well which is a fantastic idea. The patient was happy with the care received, already doing better.

16. TE, is a 44-year-old woman with fever. Swab test negative. Sent home with supportive care. The patient did not answer the phone.

17. TH, is a 7-year-old with swollen left eye consistent with conjunctivitis, sent home with eye drops. Mother was happy with the care.

18. TC, is a 34-year-old male with lower right-sided abdominal pain consistent with kidney stones with normal CBC and CMP. CT scan shows a small kidney stone, nonobstructive, treated and released.

19. TF, is a 47-year-old woman with knee pain status post fall. Positive knee effusion. X-rays negative. Treated with crutches, Ace wrap and to see her PCP for further care. The patient’s phone was disconnected.

20. MJ, is a 49-year-old woman with a human bite wound, comes in for a recheck. The bite is doing well. Continue with antibiotics. The patient did not answer the phone.
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
