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1. KT, 9-year-old with cough, wheezing, and congestion. Swab test negative. Treated with Bromfed and ProAir, sent out. Mother was happy with the care.

2. JA, is a 48-year-old woman seen with high blood pressure and nosebleed. Initial blood pressure was 235/156 came down to 173/84. The patient had an abnormal EKG. Cardiologist was called. The patient refused admission. BNP was 238. BUN and creatinine 26 and 1.7 consistent with end-organ damage. Potassium was low which was treated. Dr. Ali did a good job managing the patient during the emergency room, sending the patient home with Procardia. Again, this was cleared by cardiologist and the patient refused any further admission or treatment.

3. MR, this is an 82-year-old man with left foot laceration. Laceration was repaired. Treated with doxycycline. He is doing fantastic and liked the staff especially since he was in and out.

4. AZ, is a 4-year-old male with cut under the eye consistent with abrasion. No sutures required. _______ up-to-date. Dr. Ali did a great job communicating with the family and the family was very happy.

5. JL, is a 34-year-old with vomiting, diarrhea, and sharp pain in the back. IV fluid given. Her blood sugar was 360, came down to 290 with fluids and treatment. CBC, CMP, lipase and amylase negative. No CT was done, but the patient was sent home with Zofran after the patient was given oral challenge and passed.
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
