The patient’s medications were refilled as follows.

1. Testosterone 200/mL. he will give 1 ml weekly for 90 days, #13 mL.

2. 18 gauge needles 1 inch, he used for drawing up medicines.

3. 27gauge needles 1.5 inches, he will use this to inject himself with his testosterone once weekly. He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
