History: This is a lengthy visit. Ms. Wiede is a 67-year-old white female who came in today because she is having she thinks “she has a UTI”. She feels she has burning, urgency and unable to control her urination. She states she also has some kind of discomfort in her abdomen. She states she met an ostomy nurse who has given her better tips and the ABC Medical Supply has sent her colostomy supplies. She is passing gas. She does not have acute abdomen. She is not running any fever. So, I have decided to do lab work including CBC, CMP, UA and urine for C&S and a random sugar was 205. The patient did have diabetes in the past, but had lost weight and her A1c used to be good. So, we will see what her A1c turns out to be now. After ordering the labs and urine and urinalysis and urine culture, I started her on Macrobid 100 mg twice a day for 10 days and serial followup exams required. I told the patient to go to the ER if her condition changes. To note, this is a sick lady who had a rectal cancer, who has had uterine cancer, who has had chemotherapy and radiation therapy and her rectal cancer was metastatic, but overall has done well. She does have a colostomy. There is nothing to suggest any infection over the colostomy site as it looks clean. Lot of the patient’s education done and she will be seen in the office coming Monday.
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
