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1. CH, 14-year-old with earache, diagnosed with otitis media, given Augmentin. Mother happy with Dr. Ali.
2. SH, 31-year-old with headache, given Toradol and Imitrex. CBC, CMP, urinalysis, UDS negative. Doing well today. Happy with Dr. Ali.
3. KM, 79-year-old woman seen for headache and leg pain, refused lab work, all she wanted was her medications refilled. After her wishes were not complied with, she left AMA. She did not answer the phone.
4. LC, 21-year-old with dizziness, lightheadedness, throwing up, diagnosed with volume depletion, workup negative, given IV fluids and a fluid challenge, did well and was sent home. Left message for the patient to call me back.
5. GK, 41-year-old with toothache, with history of as Dr. Ali puts it “meth use disorder” and dental caries, given Augmentin.
6. KH, 27-year old with pain on the right wrist. X-rays negative for fracture, diagnosed with sprain, sent home with a splint, happy with the care, doing much better.
7. JM, 12-year-old with stomachache, diagnosed with esophagitis because of the location of the pain and exam. No CT was done. Given viscous lidocaine, excellent results and gave a fluid challenge with no vomiting. Stomach pain resolved before the patient was discharged home.
8. VU, 62-year-old with severe headache. Blood pressure 177/82. IV fluids given. CBC and CMP negative. Blood pressure came down to 130/79. Headache resolved. Urinalysis shows UTI, treated with Macrodantin, doing much better today.
9. LD, 4-year-old child with headache, treated with Motrin. Dr. Ali states there are no “red flag signs”. Subsequently, no CT was done and mother states the patient is doing fine today. Already saw pediatrician, they recommended seeing an eye doctor.
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10. LM, 5-year-old with flu-like symptoms. Swab test negative. Treated with Zofran and Bromfed, sent home. Doing better today. Mother was happy with the care.

11. AF, 5-year-old with possible head injury and abrasion on the legs. There was no evidence of head injury. No evidence of concussion, leg abrasion and no x-rays were done because no sign of fracture. Left message for mother to call me back.
12. SR, 20-year-old with swollen tonsils. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with viral tonsillitis. Treated with Bromfed. Left message for the patient to call me back.

13. LR, 34-year-old with right hand burn, leg burn; 3% burns noted. Treated with Toradol. Norco, IV fluids and Silvadene cream, is doing better today.
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
