HISTORY: This is a 37-year-old gentleman with pain in his right hand. The patient states that this has been going on for approximately one week. He states that he attempted to inject medication on the site became were red and swollen. He states that he has tried over the counter medication with no improvement. He states that pain is approximately 5/10 increase with touch and motion. He states that pain is confined to the area were he attempts to inject and is non-radiating.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
PSYCHIATRIC HISTORY: Insomnia.
MEDICATIONS: Trazodone.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Endorses drug use, tobacco use. Denies alcohol use.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.

He denies chills. He denies myalgia.

He denies increased temperature.

He states that he is eating and drinking well.

Denies headache. Denies stiff neck.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented gentleman, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 122/69.
Pulse 97.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.
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RIGHT-HAND: Track marks on dorsal surface of his hands. There is localized erythema. No migrating erythema, site is hot to touch. No fluctuance. No bleeding or discharge. He has full range of motion of his digits and wrist. No discomfort with range of motion. Neurovascularly intact.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

NEUROLOGIC: He is alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X grossly normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Methamphetamine use/abuse.

2. Cellulitis from injection of methamphetamines.

PLAN: In the clinic today, the patient received the following injection of Rocephin 1 g IM. He was discharged with medication Bactrim Double Strength 800/160 mg. He will take one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days, advised to come back within seven days earlier if symptoms are not worse or go to emergency room if we are closed. He was given the opportunity to ask questions he states he has none.
