Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a followup visit for Mr. Maddocks with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in August.  Denies hospital admission.  Weight at home is stable 196.  Eating well.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No cloudiness or blood in the urine.  No incontinence.  No edema or claudication symptoms.  Denies chest pain, palpitation, dyspnea, orthopnea, PND or oxygen.  We offered him in-person but because of winter storm we end up doing a phone visit.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight losartan for blood pressure, takes also Aricept for memory.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home apparently okay.  He is able to speak in full sentences.  No respiratory distress.  No expressive aphasia or dysarthria.
Labs:  Chemistries - creatinine improvement was running in the 1.3 to 1.6 presently down to 1.1 although this is one isolated number in February.  We will see what the next number shows.  Potassium runs low.  He is not on any diuretics and he denies any bleeding.  Normal sodium, bicarbonate elevated.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Mild anemia 13.4.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Kidney function is stable or improved, repeat chemistries.
2. Low potassium high bicarbonate, but he denies taking any diuretics unless his memory condition does not allow him to remember.  He denies also any evidence of bleeding.  We will repeat to make sure if this is true.
3. Hypertension, question well controlled on losartan.
4. We will see what the new chemistry shows for further advice.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
