LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. The patient does have very severe sinusitis.

2. Otitis media.

3. Otitis externa.

4. Rocephin a gram now.

5. Z-PAK.

6. Medrol Dosepak.

7. Followed the Rocephin with Decadron 8 mg.

8. Cortisporin Otic suspension.

9. Lymphadenopathy in the neck is copious especially on the left side.

10. Rule out mononucleosis.

11. Abdominal ultrasound is within normal limits especially her spleen, which shows no enlargement.

12. Thyroid within normal limits. It was checked because of swelling and enlargement of the neck tissue/lymphadenopathy.

13. Because of dizziness, we looked at her neck and there is no evidence of carotid stenosis. Vertigo is multifactorial.
