This is an 81-year-old woman on hospice with history of CHF, sacral decubitus ulcer, weakness, osteoporosis, and weight loss. The patient is not eating as much. Glucerna is used per her G-tube. The patient has demonstrated some weight loss of 3 pounds. The patient also has had a history of COVID with shortness of breath and O2 dependency approximately two weeks ago. The patient is definitely declining as far as her CHF is concerned especially in face of COVID. Her other comorbidities include coronary artery disease, atherosclerotic heart disease, history of angina, hypertension, diabetes requiring insulin that has been adjusted depending on the patient’s eating and the feeding with glucerna by the way. The patient has had increased shortness of breath, increased pedal edema given her worsening CHF most likely related to both decline in her heart condition as well as recent COVID-19 infection. The patient’s overall prognosis remains poor. KPS score is 40% for this woman and the patient will probably never completely and totally heal her decubitus ulcer, remains hospice appropriate and with continual decline in her condition.
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
