CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 66-year-old African American female who complained of skipped heartbeats.
HPI: The patient is a 66-year-old female who reports having been visited by a visiting nurse in October 2022. She stated that she was found to have an irregular rhythm. The patient was discussed with her primary care physician and subsequently referred for evaluation. The patient has had no chest pain but reports feelings stress as she has lost her home of 25 years to a fire. She then had to sell the land to qualify for section 8.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a smoker. She denies alcohol use. She notes now not in use. She reports distant history of crack cocaine use but none in 15 years. She states that she has had no alcohol since 1993.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She reports weight loss.
HEENT: Eyes: She has impaired vision.
Psychiatric: She has depression and insomnia.

Review of systems otherwise unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 138/50, pulse 90, respiratory rate 20, height 66” and weight 228 pounds.

LABORATORY DATA: Glucose 151. Exam otherwise unremarkable.
