Dear Dr. Watson:
In regarding the upcoming cardiac cath for Mrs. Oster, I do not see any objections.  Her creatinine has been 1.1 for a GFR of 49%.  You can proceed your normal weight, do not require any specific changes on the amount or type of contrast that you normally do.  I probably will not do ventriculogram to minimize IV contrast exposure.  You can have that information through the echocardiogram.  I will consider 1 L of normal saline pretesting infusion over two hours and please do creatinine 48 to 72 hours after completion of procedure.  If I can be of any further assistance, please do not hesitate to contact me.
